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The New Oils and Ethanol in our V8 + Our topic at the
January Meeting.

The gues speaker at our January meeting was Denris
Smith, Technology Deployment Mangerin the DOE. His
wife Lindawas in attendance along with 29 members. He
dedswith dternative fuels. Denrisisalso an old car
hobbyist.

Dennis opened his tak abaut the effeds of ethanol (E10) on
our Early Fords. Cars since the late 80's were designed to
run with ethanol fuels. E85 (85%) is being developed and
will run finein our modern cars £ for awhile. There will be
no restrictor in the gasfiller tube to prevent you from using
this new fuel, like the leaded gas into unleadedonly cars.
So, when it becomes available you have to be more careful
at the pump.

E10 washes out the engne and fuel system removing
vamish and build up since it contains alcohol. It is
neaessary to change fuel filters more often. We are putting
newgasthrough a system that was not designedfor it.
Gaskets are not alcohal tolerant aong with rubber parts.
Dennis suggegs that we stock up on carburetor kits! He
says that cork gaskets hold up fine and leather is robust.
E10 is high performance and give cortrolled burning and
thusreduces spark knock.

Fuel stabilizer is not as effedivein E10. Thealcohol in
E10 conducts e ectricity, thus dissmilar metal parts are
affected by electrolysis. Keep a special eye an the electric
fuel pumps which can corrode andtheir rubberhoses for
deteration. E10 causes harder garting in cold weaher.

Dennis recommends that we have to step up our
preventative maintenance, unless we live beyond the
metropolitan region which does not haveE10.

Dennis then passed two hand outs around. One, the
American Petroleum Institute (API) @Motor Qil

Guide® (avail able www.apiorg) and the other from the
aSelf-Starter®, Sept 2007 of the Cadillac LaSalle Club
(www.cadillaclasalleclub.org) 2The New Oils + A severe
problem for older cars®. He explained abaut the symbol
adonut® on dl oil products. What isimportantto usisthe
service category in theupperband + the last two letters
beghnning with S. Theremainder of histalk was about the
effect of the newest oil, designated SM.

The M oil has the level of ZDDP (zinc-phosphate)
significantly reduced. These aditives were taken out
beause of the new catalytic converters thatimprove
emissions ZDDP provides protection to parts that
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expelience high pressure levels + in our cars that would be
the contact between the tappet and the cam.

Dennis recommends that we use dl that is lower in the
alphabet service ategay than SM £ SL, or lower. The
articlein the Cadillac magaine article, which he thinks
givesthebest description of the problem and solutions,
recommends ails like 2Cenex®, avdlable from afam
supply, or some radng ails, such as Vavoline VRL1 racing
oil. The GM additives mentioned in the article ae no
longer available.

The menbers had many question for Dennis which he
cordially ansvered.

Are the New Qils Really a Problem for Our Early Ford

V8's?
By John Girman

Last month, the speaker at our meeting pasedout anarticle
on the newformulation of oil with the rather aarming title:
The rew oils---a severe problem for older cars.

In this atticle, I'm going to offer a different perspective.
This perspedive is based upon the year or two that I've
bee tracking this issue. It's true that ZDDP levels are
being reduced in motors but it isn't neessarily true thatwe
need to be alarmed about the impact of this reduction on our
early Ford V8's. First, I'll describe ZDDP, why it's added
to oil, along with a brief history of ZDDP in motor oils and
why some people are concerned. Finaly, I'll offer opinions
on what this means to our early Ford engines and what
actions you could take. (continued on page 4)
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Whatis ZDDP andwhyis it in motoroils?

ZDDP (also referred to as 2zinc® or ZDTP) is the acronym usal for
zinc dialkyldithiophospate ZDDP is usel in motor oils to inhibit
oxidaion of oils and to reduce enginewear. We are conarned here
primarily with its antiwear propeties. Surprisingly, the exad way
in which ZDDP preventswear is not known. Onethought is that
whenpart of a moden motor oil, ZDDP plates out on the engin€s
iron surfeces, induding bearing surfaces and cam surfaces If a
surface gets very hot, as hgppenswhenthere is a large amourt of
friction, the weak sulfur (or thio) bord is broken. This causeszinc
or zinc phosphate to be plated out on the bearing surface sotha the
zinc or zinc phosphae bemmes a sacrificial metal or sat. This
means the plated-out zinc or zinc phosphate is worn away rather
than thebeaing surface. It's easy to see why it is desirable to have
ZDDP in amotoroil.

However, ZDDP does have some undesirable properties
Surpisingly, it increases friction, not a goad thing for a motor oil.
In addition, because it plates out on surfaes and the resdud
phosphorus leaves an ash, too much ZDDP can foul spark plugs,
oxygen senrs, EGR valves and catalytic convertes. Thus aswith
mostadditives found in modernmotor oils, the use of ZDDP must
be bdanced by the amountof other additives. In the case of ZDDP,
it is especially important to have ndther too mucdh nor too little
detergant in the oil. Finaly, too much ZDDP can attack the
boundary grains of iron. (I havealso read in several places but
cannotconfirm tha exess ZDDP can produce sulfuric acid as it
breaks down.)

Sowhatis the historyof ZDDP in motor oils?

ZDDP weas first used in motor oils devdoped for aircraft engines
around 1942. Oils with a phogphorus level in the 0.03% range (or
300 ppm phosphorus by weight) were able to pas a corrosian test
introduced in 1942. Many of thes engines wereair cooled,run at
high rpm's and at high loads, i.e., conditions fairly different from
how our flathead engines were designed and operded. Around
1947, ZDDP was commerdali zed for automoive use

In the mid-1950's, the phosphorus leve from ZDDP was increased
to about0.08% to dedl with the friction caused by the use of high-
lift camshdts, which increased the potential for sauffing and wear.
(Recall thatthe Ford overhead valve Y-block engine introduced for
the 1954 modelyear, initially had problemswith excessivewear of
thevalvetrain.) At thistime, newtestsof valve-train scuffing and
wear were devdoped by the automoive industry.

Also abou this time, the indugry dismvered tha more ZDDP was
not better. Although using more phosphorus reduced scuffing at
bresk in, longer term wear increased at phosphorus levels above
0.14%. In addition, at levels of about 0.20% phosghorus, the
ZDDP attacks the gran boundaries of iron, which can result in
camshaft spalling.

Qil thickening emerged as a problemin the 1960's with the higher
heat of high-load engines, e.g., thosein musde cars. Oils were
oxidizing and thickening to the point tha engines could no longer

pump it. In respong, more ZDDP was added to motor oils as an
inexpensive antioxidant, raising levels of phogphorusto about0.10%.

However, it has been found that ZDDP causs problems with the
longevity of the catalytic converters used for emission control in
moden cars. It poisons the catalytic conveters and the residual ash,
caused by ZDDP combustdn, clogs them. With cars lasting much
longer, the US Environmentad Protection Agengy began restricting the
amount of ZDDP in motor oils. The eventud god is to have catalytic
converters last for 150,000 miles by 2009. Ironicdly, thelong lives of
moden engines, caugedin largepat by modan motor oils thensdves,
meant tha the oils had to be reformulated. This reformulation has
occurred over sevaal years.  Since moden cars haveroller lifters or
tappets,lower levels of ZDDP are not a problem for them. Most of our
flathead engines have been opeated since 2001 usng motor oils with
lower levelsof ZDDP.

Using datasuppied by the oil industyy, we can list the appraximate
recent levels according to year.

API Designaton Year Percent Phogphorus
SH 1996 0.120
SJ& SL 2001&2004 0.100
SM 2006 0.080

The level of ZDDP in motor oil with the APl designaton of SM is
about the same as was used in the latter pat of the 1950's. Our
flathead engines are not experiendng reduced levds of ZDDP. Instead
they are experiencing higher levels than were present in motor oils
whenthe engines were new.

In addition, it is not truetha older engines have not been consdered in
thereformulation. Becausebackward compatibility is important, the oil
indugry has developed othe types of antiwear and antioxidant
additives to compensde for the lower amount of ZDDP in motor oils.
These additives are now being usal in current motor oils. It appears
tha the® additives are based upon boran and/or molybdenum.

In addition, two tests (also known as sequenes) of motor oil, while not
usng flatheal engines, do use engines with valve trains that do not
contain roller followers (i.e., the engineshad followers with dliding
friction, jug like our flatheals). Sequene IV A uses a single overhed
cam engire with dlider finge followers to test for camshdt sauffing
and wear. Sequence Il G uses a V6 enghe with a flat-tappetsysten to
check cam and lift er wear.

SoWhat'sthe Problem?

There havebeen many reportsof catastrophic failure of valve trainsin
the lag three years or so. Most of thes appear to have occurred in
newly rebuilt engines with overhead valve engires equiped with flat-
tappetlifters, i.e., not equipped with roller tappés. However, as you
might expect, mog of thes engines hadmuchstiffer valve springsthan
found in our flathead engines. Our '32-48 flatheadsonly have 37 Ib.
valve springs and the '49-53 flatheadshave 3940 |b valve springs as
origindly equipped. CraneCams suggess using valve springs rated at
85-105 Ibs for mild street-type flat tappetcams. (continued on page5)
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For more radical street and race applications, they sugget
springs rated at 105-130 Ib. Thes valve springscreate a lot
morefriction than those found in a stod flathead Ford engine

Over aboutthe same period that ZDDP was being reducel in
motor oils, many U.S. suppiers of flat-tappée lifters reduced
capaity or closed production. As a result, many engine
rebuilders of high performance engines turned to lifters made by
off-shorecompanies. Reportally these valve train compaonents
too often usel inferior metallurgy, poor finishes and imprope
radii. (They were, however, affordable and available.)

Sone other enginesdid not have catastrophic failure but ingead
suffered non-catestrophic failure. Ther valve train componats
simply woreat an dlarming rate. Reportsfor this type of failure
occurred in older pushod, air cooled Porsches and motorcycles
which is notreally a surprise when you conside that ZDDP was
origindly developedfor air-cooled engines Air-cooledengines
can have more stresses dueto the fact tha, compaed to watea-
cooledengines, thar opeaating tempeaatureis morevariable and
engine tolerances are often larger to account for more thernal
expansion.

The article | mentioned at the beginning of this article had a
chilling story of a 1946 Cadillac with a flathexd engine. The
bronze gear failed very quicky when opeated with a SM oil.
However, attributing this to the lower ZDDP levels in the SM
oil is incorrect for seveal reasons First, the sample size was
simply too small to draw conclusbns, i.e., there were too few
tests of too few bronze gears. Second, mostcommercial oils in
1946 didn't have ZDDP. If reduced ZDDP is a prodem,
certainly all 1946 Cadillac engineswould havefailed quickly.
Findly and most convincngly, ZDDP does not act as an
antiwear additive for bronze metals. Remembe it acts only on
metals containing iron. Something else had to be respasible
for the bronze gear failure. In my opinion, the bronze itsdf is
suspe&t. The machine shoptha made the gears did not follow
the spees for the origind bronze gea. Instead, they 2found
materid that they felt would be satisfactory.® | sugect those
materids were not satisfectory.

Whatdoesthis meanfor our flathead engines?

Unfortunately, there is more opinion than had daa on this
subject (and that includes this article). This makes it especialy
important to check wha factswe do have:

Fact: The motor oils used by our flathead engines when they
were new did not have ZDDP. Our engineslasted a long time
while usirg oil with noor low ZDDP.

Fact: While ZDDP is reduced in current motor oils, it is still
about the same level that was present in the mid-1950's, when
the heavier valve trains of overhea valve engine require it.
Andthos levels of ZDDP solvedtha problem.

Fact: Most of the catastrophic failuresof valve trains occurred
in newly rebuilt engines with flat tappés during a period when
many cams of sugped qudity were supgied by off-shore
manufaturers.
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Fact: Despiteseverd yearsof use of the newly formulated oils,
there have been no widespresd reports of failures of valve
trains in our flathead Fords, in contrast to wha you would
expect if there were asevere problem with theseoils.

Fact: Theoil industry strives to make oils backward compaible
and there are two sequences with enginessomewhat similar to
our engines in terms of flat tappds. All of the current oils with
the SM desgnaion mustpassthis test.

To me this al suggststha unlike the musde cars of the 60's
and 70's (or perhas hotrodded flathead engines), our stock
flathead engines are not likely to have problemswith the current
oils. Howeve, some people have begun using diesel motor oil
and racing motor oils. Thisis probdematic for two reasons The
first is thatthes oils have very different additive packegesthat
are not desgned for our engines and the way we use them.
Diesel oils tend to have very high levels of detegents, much
higher than are appraopriate for our cars. These levels of
detergent can block or clean anti-wear films from metal parts.
In contrast to this, racing oils tend to have less aggressve
detergent packages. After all, the oil is changel after each race
and, in many cases, enginesare torn down after a major race and
al partsare checked for wear. | don't know of anyone that
opeatesthar flatheadthis way.

Others haveturned to ZDDP additives, espesially GM's EOS.
This wasa short-lived solution beauseGM stopped offering it
in 2007. However, there still appears to be one additive tha is
available thru the internet, ZddHAus Anyone thinking of using
it shauld be aware tha trying to improve on the additive
package found in current motor oils is likely a futile projed for
an amateur. Recall that there are prodems with too much
ZDDP andtha detergant levels mustbe apprapriately adjusted
for the amourt of ZDDP. Although I'm a chemist, | wouldn't
attempt to improve on the current oils through the addition of
additives. Oil companies develop additive packages for ther
motor oils by running a multitudeof tests & a significant cod.

Instead, becaus our information is incomplete I'm going to
continue to monitor information about ZDDP and motor oil asit
becomes available. At the same time, | will use the current
formulation of motor oil in my flatheal. Some may decide to
puraue othersolutions and | would not presumeto tell someone
whatthey shoutl do with their engine. As they say, 2You pay
your money and you take your chances.®

Thespringswere shipped by
ground transpot to Mike's sh@ in WI. Mike ingpeded,
disssseembled andbeganprepaation work on the sprirgs. The
front sprirg was found to be not correct and was replacedby a
NOS front spring purchaed from Little Deaborn Ford Parts. Dan
fabricated the front and rear springcoversin CA andshiped
them to Mike in WI. Mike had themain leaf of each springmedia
blastedand panted as requiral. He stodpiled thecorrect NOS
spring shakles, NOS springshakle pins and other required
items.Mike them assembled andproperly lubricated the spring
leaves while heintegrated the spring covers into each spring The
completed springsand springcovers were then prepaed for
shipment back to VA. Please see the attached picture of thefront
spring induding the springcover ready for shigping. The sprirgs
were shippedbad to VA.

The sprirgs were then reinstadled in my '40 Ford at the Classic
Car Cente in Fredericksburg usingthe proper springspreader.
Thiswasanon - trivial tak as the correct NOS shakleswere
somewha shorte than theincorrect shackles tha had been onthe
vehicle previoudy. This entire process took aboutsix weeks. The
result with the correct springcoversin place onthe'40 Ford was
certainly worth the effort.
